A.The World is always changing, and it’s necessary to travel with the most up-to-date information.

Guidebooks and travel websites can help you in getting started. Tourism websites are a great place to begin
planning your trip. Many of the sites are packed with practical information, suggested routes, city guides,
interactive maps, colourful photos, and free downloadable brochures describing walking tours and more.
You don’t need to wait until you get to your travel destination to use their information.

B.Don’t pack a lot of things. Packing wisely is important for your own good. You cant travel heavy
and happy. Take this advice seriously. You’ll walk with your luggage more than you think you will. Before
your journey, give yourself a test. Pack up completely and practice carrying your luggage, you’re. If you
can’t, thin things out. When you don’t have much luggage, you’re less likely to get something wrong with it.

C. For most tourists, visiting the world’s greatest attractions in the highlight of a trip. Some people
walk into major museums, churches, and ancient places of interest, stare for a few minutes, and then walk
out.

E. Your trip abroad won’t get off the ground if you don’t prepare your passport, a visa, and the
tickets before your leaving date. Keep an eye on your passport’s expiry date. If necessary, get your passport
renewed before you go. A visa is a stamp placed in your passport, allowing you to enter the foreign country.
If you need a visa, it’s best to get it before you leave. It’s also smart to make photocopies of your passport
and tickets. It’s easier to replace a lost or stolen passport and tickets if you have a photocopy.

F. In a foreign country people might do things — and see things — differently. By being open to
differences and staying open-hearted, you will be able to have a better time in a foreign country. Much of the
success of your trip will depend on the attitude you pack. Expect problems, but take them easier and
creatively. You may well make some friends and get some amazing impressions. This is the main idea of
travel that you’ll enjoy long after your trip is laid up neatly in the photo album.

G. Some people can choose when to take their holidays, but many others have less choice.
Fortunately, all the countries welcome visitors 365 days a year. Each season offers different adventures and
experience. Summer is a great for travelling — except for the crowds and high temperatures. Sunny weather
and exciting nightlife turn popular travel destinations into a powerful magnet. But off-season is for you to
enjoy popular sights in their glory with no crowds and more peaceful atmosphere.

In his novels, Dickens gave a realistic picture
of poor English people’s life. In his turn, Jerome unrevealed his characters’ vices; such as faint-
heartedness (mamoaymue), narrow-mindedness (=stupidity), and idleness (= laziness).

Popular Music

As defined in “The New Grove Dictionary of Music and Musicians”, popular music is the
music that has developed since the industrialization in the 1800s and is in line with the tastes and
interests of the urban middle class. This includes a wide range of music genres, from vaudeville and
minstrel shows to heavy metal. Popular music and pop music are believed to be synonyms.
However, pop music appeared in the mid-1950s to describe the music style that developed from the
rock'n’roll revolution.

A number of factors led to the rise of popular music: a player piano and a phonograph in the
19" century, "talking pictures”, sound films, and radio in the 1920s, a consumer culture,
advertising, and a growing industrialization in music production. Frederick Taylor (1856-1915) and
Henry Ford (1863-1947) were inventors of various management techniques in music which made it
more like a business. Tin Pan Alley became the first popular song-publishing industry in New York
in the 1890s. At the same time, a musical was created, and jazz, blues, and other African American
styles came into being when African Americans began combining African rhythms with European
musical structures.

By 1920 there had been almost 80 record companies in Britain, and almost 200 in the USA.
In the early 1920s music broadcasting on the radio started. The first mass-media popular music
super stars, including Rudy Vallye (1901-1986) and Bing Crosby (1903-1977), prepared the way
for Frank Sinatra (1915-1998) and Elvis Presley (1935-1977). Popular music rose drastically after
World War |1 as prices of recordings were much reduced after a magnetic tape had been invented.
Based on African American blues, rock and roll was a very popular style in this postwar period. In
the 1950s and 1960s, popular music was widely spread thanks to television. In the 1960s, a
multitrack recording and other new recording technologies were invented. Owing to them sound
engineers could create new sounds and sound effects. After World War 11, America dominated in
popular music. By the middle of the 20" century, lots of African Americans had moved to big cities
in the North of the country, which led to mixing various musical elements with jazz. In this way,
blues rock and roll was created with its pioneer Elvis Presley, whose work was a mixture of rhythm
and blues (R & B) and country music.

In the 1970s, the trend towards consolidation in the recording industry continued to the point
that there were five huge transnational organizations, three American-owned (“WEA”, “RCA”,
“CBS”) and two European-owned (“EMI”, “Polygram”). In the 1990s, the consolidation trend took
a new turn - inter-media consolidation. That meant recording companies worked with media ones:

African American Music

African American music has a rich history, which came from slaves who were shipped from
West Africa from the 1600s. In its basic form, it was a simple rhythm beaten out on drums and
other percussion (ymapusrit) instruments.

One of the most widespread early forms of music for southern African Americans was
spiritual. It began in the 18" century and existed during the 1860s. Spiritual expressed the slaves'
wish for freedom. Some songs, such as the well-known "Wade (ITepexoa BOopo) in the Water",
contained even instructions for escaping to North America.

In the 1870s, a new type of music arose from marches and social dances. It was called
ragtime. Scott Joplin's (1868 - 1917) "Maple Leaf Rag" was a phenomenal success. Ragtime
marked a departure from sentimental spirituals. It was at its height from 1890 to 1920 and lead to
jazz.

But before jazz blues came. It began in the South during the slavery era and was spread by
means of bluesmen who wandered the country. It was closely linked with spirituals. Blues became a
basis for most American musical forms. Its types were classical, country and Chicago blues. Robert
Johnson (1911-1938) is widely regarded as the father of classical blues. In the 1960s, Chicago blues
gave way to other musical forms such as Motown, rhythm and blues (R&B), and soul and funk. The
early forms of R&B were loud and lively and mostly played on drums, a double bass, and an
electric guitar. Singers were men or women with big voices, and audiences loved it. The style
quickly spread throughout the country, with larger bands adding a piano, a trumpet, and a
saxophone. R&B was great fun and perfect for dancing. As to funk music, it was dance music, too,
which emphasized rhythm. On the contrary, soul expressed strong emotions.

Jazz is called America’s classical music. The term "jazz" had been widely in use by 1918.
One important part of jazz is improvisation, which means a musician makes music up while
playing. There are various forms of jazz, such as New Orleans style, avant-garde, soul and fusion,
and new jazz swing. There is also bebop, a revolutionary style performed by a smaller ensemble
than the classic big band set-up. The trumpeter and singer Louis Armstrong (1900-1971) was the
most famous jazz musician and the first to achieve international recognition with West End blues in
the 1920s.

In the 1930s gospel (religious) music came. Its features were vocal embellishment
(mpuykpamuBanue) and dramatic power. In the 1980s, rap exploded into the mainstream and
developed into numerous styles. Some of its biggest stars came from street. It combined urban
storytelling and beat-driven technological music. This music style was accompanied by a montage
of well-known recordings, usually disco or funk. Famous rappers include Run D.M.C, Snoop Dogg
and Queen Latifah.

African American music has influenced many modern musical styles. For example Chuck
Berry (1926-2017) and L.ittle Richard (born in 1932) transformed urban blues into what we know as
rock’n’roll. [5]

Alexander Graham Bell (1847—1922) was born in Edinburgh, Scotland. Curi- .
ous and full of ideas, he grew up in a family whose parents were experts on
elocution (the art of public speaking) and teaching the deaf to speak. Alexan- -
der’s mother taught him until he was ten years old. When he was a youth, he
created a machine that removed the husks from grain. It was his first invention.

After studying at the University of Edinburgh and University College, London,
Bell became his father’s assistant. He taught the deaf to talk by adopting his
father’s system of visible speech.

In 1870 Bell’s family, in search of a healthier climate, moved to Brantford,
Ontario, Canada. In 1871 he went to Boston, Massachusetts, to teach at Sarah
Fuller's School for the Deaf, the first such school in the world. Throughout his
life he continued to educate the deaf, and he founded the American Association
to Promote the Teaching of Speech to the Deaf.

From 1873 to 1876 Bell experimented with many inventions, including an
electric speaking telegraph (the telephone). On March 7, 1876, the US Patent
Office granted Bell a patent, or a document guaranteeing a person the right
to make and sell an invention for a set number of years, for a communication
device for “transmitting vocal or other sounds telegraphically”. It was the most
valuable single patent ever issued. It opened a new age in communications
technology.

In 1877 the first telephone was installed in a private home; a conversation
took place between Boston and New York using telegraph lines; in July the Bell
Telephone Company was formed. That year Bell demonstrated the telephone to
England and France.

The Bell Company built the first long-distance line in 1884, connecting Bos-
ton and New York. Bell and others organised the American Telephone and Tele-
graph Company in 1885 to operate other long-distance lines.

The Volta Laboratory was started by Bell in Washington, D.C. with the money
he received from. France (about $10,000) for his invention. At the laboratory
Bell and his colleagues worked on various projects during the 1880s, including
the photophone, induction balance, audiometer, and phonograph improvements.

Bell was also invoived in other activities that took much of his time. The
magazine Science was founded in 1880 because of Bell’s efforts. As National
Geographic Society president from 1896 to 1904, he contributed to the success

of the society and its publications. Aviation was Bell's primary interest after 1895.
Bell was granted 18 patents in his name, and 12 her shared with collaborators.

His contribution to the modern world and its technologies was enormous.
